History of Lions Clubs International:

® The International Association of Lions Clubs, or Lions Clubs International started as the dream
of a Chicago insurance man Melvin Jones to reach beyond business issues and address the
betterment of the communities and the world. This initiative gave birth to Lions Club in June,
1917.

® Since then, Lions Clubs International gradually expanded to various countries of the world and
is now the largest service activity club with over 14,00,000 members in more than 48,000
clubs spread across 200 countries.

® \With the motto of “We Serve”, the Lions service programmes are vision conservation, diabetes
awareness, alleviating hunger, environment awareness, childhood cancer and many more.

Sight Initiatives of Lions Clubs:

® |n 1925, Hellen Keller attended the Lions Clubs International Convention wherein she had
challenged Lions to become "knights of the blind in the crusade against darkness”.

® The Lions Club immediately took up the challenge and vision conservation programme
became the focus activity of the Lions.

® Over the years, many Lions Eye Hospital had opened world-wide and screened eyes of
millions of people and conducted sight-restoring cataract surgeries, cornea transplant etc. at
no cost or nominal cost to patients.

® Since 1990, Lions Clubs started “Sight First” initiative with Lions Clubs International Fund
(LCIF).

Lions Eye Hospital at Sangaiprou, Imphal:

Lions Club of Imphal which was inaugurated in 1968 is the oldest Lions Club of Manipur.

The Club has undertaken many service programmes in every nook and corner of the state for
the betterment of humanity like blood donation, tree plantation, donating food items to needy,
organizing multi-disciplinary health camps, eye camps to name a few. Lions Club of Imphal
took active role in fighting Covid-19 pandemic.

® |ions Club of Imphal vigorously took up Vision project since mid-1990s and under “Sight First”,
the Lions Eye Hospital under Lions Eye Hospital & Services Trust of the Club was established
at Sangaiprou, Imphal in 2012 with funding from LCIF. This is the only Lions Eye Hospitals in
Manipur.

® Over the years, the Lions Eye Hospital, Imphal has undertaken numerous Eye Screening
Camps in different parts of Manipur.

® |ions Eye Hospital, Imphal has facilitated cataract surgeries at nominal cost for economically
weaker section of the society.

® Fortnightly Eye OPDs are held on 2nd and 4th Sunday of every month at the Lions Eye
Hospital, Imphal which has benefitted many.
